•	Aluminium ≥ 0,5 mm (with a tensile strength 

of 165 N/mm²)
•	Steel ≥ 0,4 mm (S235 acc. DIN EN 10025-1)

•	Min. 22 mm crest width (the project-specific 
minimum high crest width dimension can be 
found in the Base report) 

•	High crest distance 101 - 350 mm 

•	Flush area surrounding the bore hole: ≥ 20 mm 

•	Roof pitch regularly: 5 - 75° 

Structural requirements 

•	The static verification of components is auto-
matically calculated for each location using our 
Base planning software

•	Sufficient holding force of the roof covering on 
the support or substructure

Important mounting instruc-
tions
•	On-site general standards and regulations for 

lightning protection must be observed and 
consultation with a specialist to create a light-
ning protection concept is recommended (use 
lightning protection clamp if necessary).
